The upswing in global investment
and trade continued in the second
half of 2017. At 3.8%, global
growth in 2017 was the fastest
since 2011. With financial
conditions still supportive, global
growth is expected to tick up to a
3.9% rate in 2018 & 2019.

South Africa’'s GDP growth rate
declined by 2,2% in the first
quarter of 2018 to 0.8%. This can
be attributed to decreases in
manufacturing of 6.4%, mining
and quarrying by 9.9% and the
agriculture, forestry and fishing
industry by 24,2%. The annual
consumer price inflation was 4,4%
in May 2018, down from 4,5% in
April 2018. While the official
unemployment rate remained
unchanged at 26,7% in Q1: 2018
compared to Q4: 2017, it
increased in seven of the nine
provinces and it decreased in two
of the provinces. The expanded
unemployment rate increased by
0,4 of a percentage point in Q1:
2018 to 36,7% quarter-to-quarter.
